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Abstract

The abstract is a summary of the proposal.  It provides the reader with the first impression of the request. 

Though it appears first, the abstract should be written last, as a concise summary (approximately 200 words) of the proposal. 

It should appear on a page by itself so that it can be seperated and kept as a complete summary record of the proposal.

It should include the essential meaning of the proposal.  The major objectives of the project and the procedures to be followed should be mentioned.  Time constraints should be mentioned.

Introduction

The introduction of a proposal should begin with a statement of what is being proposed and then should proceed to introduce the subject. You should not assume that your reader is familiar with your subject. 

The introduction can end by specifying the order and arrangement of the sections within the proposal.. This preview helps the reader begin with an overall impression of the proposal and the assurance that he can get from it what he needs to know. 

System Objectives

In this section you will say what your objectives are for this multimedia application. It should answer the following questions?  Who will use it? How will they use it? Why will they use it? Where will they use it?

Multimedia Content

In this section you will say what media types you will use and what information the content will contain.  Give as many detailed examples as you can.  Include a discussion on linear vs nonlinear content for your proposed project.

Creation and Distribution

In this section you must give details of what technologies and applications you will use to create the content and how you will incorporate it into one interactive single session system.

You must also discuss the most realistic options for distributing the finished project.

Project Timeline

Include a breakdown of the different tasks involved in creating your project.  Estimate how long each task will take, and when you proposed to complete the project.  Include important deadlines (such as the final week of semester when you will have to demonstrate your project).
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
